   That's followed by an assessment of the Marshall/Cunningham runoff by Barlow Herget of
StateGovernmentRadio.com and Francis DeLuca of the Civitas Institute, including the role of
the national Democratic Party's money  and influence in the race.

Then Herget and DeLuca react to
news that half-dozen or so state legislators lost their primaries this week,what the losses say
about the frustration of base voters in both major parties,the nonpartisan Court of Appeals races
that were on the primary ballot, and the half dozen convicted felons who ran unsuccessfully for
sheriff.
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
